Mark to Market (MtM) for Pennsylvania Power Company (Penn Power) Default Service (DS) Fixed-Price Supplier Master Agreements (SMA)

MtM Exposure Amount Calculation Information Update:

Table 1 contains the initial marks for each month of the DS Solicitation period.  Monthly marks are provided for June 2026 through May 2028. For the months, two-month blocks, or quarterly blocks where broker quotes are available, broker quotes will be used. For all remaining months (including any months for which brokered quotes are only available as part of a “package” of several months), the Company will be using a proprietary method that reflects forward market conditions.  

The mark for each Billing Month is the mark that is calculated on the date that the DS Solicitation closes and will not change over the life of the SMA.  After the close of the DS Solicitation, Forward Market Prices will change.  In addition, residential and commercial fixed-price tranche on-peak and meted off-peak loads used to calculate the MtM Exposure Amount may be adjusted monthly to reflect load changes and customer participation.

Forward Market Prices for the months, two-month blocks, or quarterly blocks where broker quotes are available will be equal to the broker quotes.  In the event that quotes for a component of a block and for the block are both available, the Company reserves the right not to use both the component of a block and the block if they are inconsistent with each other.  However, when this inconsistency occurs, the Company must use either the component or the block. Forward Market Prices for the months, two-month blocks, or quarterly blocks where broker quotes are unavailable will be equal to the last available broker quotes or in the event that they have not been quoted on the broker sheets since the close of the DS Solicitation, they will be equal to the marks set at the close of the DS Solicitation. 

Over the course of the SMA, the Forward Market Prices will be compared to the Initial Marks to determine the Mark to Market exposure. The Initial Marks as shown on Table 1 will be used in Appendix B to the Penn Power DS SMA. 

As indicated in Appendix B, the Initial Marks will also be set for:

· The monthly on-peak load per tranche (see Table 2)

· The monthly off-peak load per tranche (see Table 2)

The values posted in Table 1 and Table 2 are those that Penn Power intends to use for Appendix B when executing the SMA.
